Debbie quickly be-

came a regular at the city 

outreach helping with 

whatever she could and 

even made the trip to 

Farmingdale once in a 

while to work in the     

warehouse.

     Recently, Debbie was 

told that she has an        

aggressive form of cancer 

and is facing a rough road 

ahead.
