Rock-Can-Roll, an organization founded by Aimee Holtzman hosts concerts in efforts of 

collecting non-perishables for the poor.  This past 

month they collected 15 crates of food to help us 

begin restocking our shelves.  Efforts like these help 

us look towards the future with hope.
